In terms of Section 108 of the Act read with Rule 20 of the Companies (Management and 
Administration) Rules, 2014, Regulation 44 of (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) 
Regulations, 2015 and MCA Circulars, the Company is providing its Members the facility to cast their 
vote electronically (“remote e-voting”) and the business may be transacted through such voting, on 
all the resolutions set forth in the Notice of AGM.

1.  The cut-off date for determining the eligibility of Members for voting on resolutions proposed in 
the Notice of AGM either through remote e-voting or e-voting at the AGM is Friday, 28th January 
2022. The voting rights of Members shall be in proportion to their shares of the paid-up equity 
share capital of the Company as on the said cut-off date.

2.  The remote e-voting period will commence on Tuesday, 1st February 2022 (9.00 a.m. IST) and 
ends on Thursday, 3rd February 2022 (5.00 p.m. IST) (both days inclusive). The e-voting module 
shall be disabled by NSDL thereafter.

3.  Any person, who becomes Member of the Company after despatch of the Notice of AGM and 
holding shares as of the said cut-off date, may obtain the login ID and password by sending a 
request at evoting@nsdl.co.in.
